Over the past year, significant attention was given to building safety, reliability, and
preventative maintenance across the church and associated facilities. Numerous
hazards were identified and corrected, including sharp hardware, loose door
components, failing door hydraulics, unstable cabinets, protruding screws, damaged
drywall, and missing or malfunctioning safety devices. Plumbing and water-related
issues were addressed promptly, ranging from leaking sinks, clogged drains, roof
leaks, storm drain root intrusion, and basement flooding, to malfunctioning
disposals and urinals. Pest concerns (ants, mice, birds, and possible wildlife in
ceilings) were monitored and mitigated in coordination with Orkin, with traps
installed, access points sealed, and repeat inspections conducted. Fire and
emergency systems were reviewed and reset as needed, and door hardware, locks,
and access points were adjusted to improve both safety and daily usability.

Energy efficiency and lighting improvements were a major focus throughout the
year. Many fixtures across the campus were converted to LED lighting, with failing
fixtures replaced, blinking lights corrected, color temperatures standardized,
diffusers installed, and timers adjusted after outages. Specialized lighting in gyms,
storage rooms, hallways, offices, and worship spaces was repaired or upgraded,
often requiring lift rentals and ceiling work.

Electrical issues such as loose outlets, broken receptacles, overheating projectors,
and damaged switches were resolved. Technology and infrastructure
improvements included replacing routers to improve internet reliability, servicing
audio components for the carillon, installing new appliances (washer, dryer,
refrigerator), tuning pianos, and servicing HVAC-related items such as filters, vents,
thermostats, and temperature controls.

Ongoing care of the building’s appearance and functionality was also emphasized.

A4S 002YGIAR®E SIYAFKHF alFyRSED M2 2 NdkLYyTENT RS a4
LI | Vv 5 R b3/ d@Psvere completed where needed, bulletin boards and
sighage were remounted, storage areas reorganized, and outdated furniture and
cabinets removed. Snow removal continues to be handled by our long-term
subcontractor, who responds to snowfall of two inches or more based on the
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established schedule of customers, providing plowing, salting, and shoveling
services as conditions allow. Lighter snowfall is managed by church volunteers,
with shovels, tubs of ice melt, salt spreaders, and snow blowers readily available in
various locations throughout the building and grounds.

Major projects were completed or advanced, including roof maintenance, driveway
repairs by the city, garage upgrades, nursery improvements, and enhanced storage
solutions. Staff training was also completed through Building Cleaning Basic
modules, supporting consistent care going forward. Collectively, these efforts
reflect a year of steady stewardship focused on safety, efficiency, cleanliness, and
readiness for the ministries that take place within the church’s walls.

Summary:

This year has been a successful one for St. John Facilities and Grounds, thanks to
the dedicated efforts of our volunteers, the reliable work of our part-time
professional cleaner, the generosity of donors and Renaissance Academy, and the
careful stewardship of our resources. Together, these contributions have enabled us
to maintain a safe, clean, and well-functioning building that faithfully supports the
many ministries and activities of our church.

Looking ahead, we remain committed to ongoing maintenance and thoughtful
improvements that will preserve and strengthen our facilities. Our goal is to ensure
that St. John continues to be a welcoming, reliable, and accessible space for worship,
fellowship, education, and community service for years to come.

Thank you to everyone who played a role in this year’s successes. Your time, skills,
and support make a meaningful difference, and we are deeply grateful for all you
do on behalf of St. John.
